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This course familiarizes students with principles of teaching and learning as well as common methods and approaches of
teaching English as a second/foreign language. It also equips students with skills in developing language learning activities
and teaching English to foreign language learners.
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The purpose of the course is to prepare teacher students to the real classroom setting. The course consists a theoretical part
in which the students expose to a number of classroom control techniques, a number of teaching methods and lesson planning
used in English language classroom. In the practical part of the course, the students go through microteaching experience by
teaching lessons, having feedback from their colleagues and reteach these lessons again incorporating feedbacks for the
instruction and the colleagues.
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EDUC4207
This teaching practice course aims to reinforce the students’ previously acquired theoretical knowledge on education, language
teaching methods, and their micro-teaching experiences by providing them with a practical hands-on experience in English
Language teaching. This Initially involves students’ observation of classes conducted by experienced teachers in an assigned
school. Students are then required to conduct their own teaching of pre-selected classes in coordination with first-teachers of
the schools. Students are observed by the first-teacher and they are observed, supervised and advised by their Practicum
(university) coordinator. The latter provides continuous guidance and feedback as the students receive training related to
various pedagogical activities and administrative practices. These include lesson planning and their delivery modes, class
and time management, motivating learners, asking and answering class/pupils questions, and so on. This course aims at
familiarizing students with all school related issues to help them achieve the required educational standards set by the Ministry
of Education.
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EDUE4111
This course provides a balanced theoretical and practical overview and exploration of technology-assisted language learning
and approaches. It gives students a hands-on experience in efficient use of technology in teaching with the objective of
sharpening their expertise in the use of technology in teaching and in learning English as second language. It also tries to
enhance students’ capacity to assess and analyze technology needs in the teaching and learning environment.
Note: The Technology Assisted Language Learning (TALL) and Computer Assisted Language Learning (CALL) will be
interchangeable in this course
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PSYE3101
Define the course, its importance and its topics. Also define the psychology, its importance, its schools, its objectives, its
research techniques and the implementation of different educational theories in the processes of learning and education that
through the scientific and practical understanding of the different stages of learner growth; with focusing on the practical
application of psychological and education theories that related to the processes of learning and teaching in the construction
of different curricula. The course also includes understanding the psychological, educational, developmental and behavioral
needs of the learner; ways of perceiving them from the teacher in various educational learning situations, and the ways of
treating undesirable behaviors of the learner and modifying them through educational methods. The course also deals with the
latest educational ways and methods that facilitate the learning process for the learner.
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EDUE4110
This course examines historical, philosophical, sociological, and psychological foundations of education, with a particular
emphasis on the Omani education system. It helps student teachers to reflect on a wide range of concepts and issues related
to school, society, and culture. The course introduces student teachers to the teaching profession and progress in the Omani
education system.
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EDUE4102
This course examines educational ideologies, with particular emphasis on the Omani educational context. It traces historical
developments of education in Oman and some societies, and the contributions of scholars to educational thoughts and
practices. It helps student teachers to reflect on a wide range of concepts and issues related to school and curriculum as well
as progress made in the Omani educational system.
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EDUE4103
This course consists detailed knowledge and basic skills that teacher should gain to assess learning process. The course
provides theoretical background of the topics and included concepts, and evaluation planning and management, in addition of
measuring psychometric properties of assessment tools. The course concentrates on building students’ basic skills in
assessment, data analysis, and interpretation.
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
